Meet the Photographers, September   9th,  1–5 pm

Gallery 14 is presenting a new exhibit of photographs by two members for its 6th anniversary celebration.  These two exhibits will contrast two strong and still contemporary traditions in photography:  manipulation of photographs by using Photoshop to create individual works of art, and the classic f64 school of “straight” photography printed on silver gelatin papers.

The Shore Re-imagined, Martha Weintraub
There are many excellent photographs that convey the reality of the shore. These photographs often rely on sharpness and contrast to convey reality, what the shore looks like. But how does one convey the feeling of being there? It is an open place. You can stand on the shore and look out away from land to see sky and water. Occasionally, there are people, boats. All look small compared to people and buildings on land.

Martha Weintraub’s images explore the edges of masses. Details within these masses are deliberately diffused. These are not blurry photographs. Note that there is often one sharp object in the photograph. Rather, she has created masses of color and shape suggesting how our memories may work over time.

The photograph People on the Beachfor example, shows haunting figures almost floating along the beach at sunset, at the edge of day. Their posture suggests they are intent on the sand at their feet. It almost appears as if they came from the sea.

Her Sunset Reflection takes away the vast vista of sky over ocean then rejoins them in a reflection. Piercing this rejoining of sky and water is a bit of grass: sharpness cutting through masses.

Weintraub’s images cried out to be large, like the subject. Therefore in this exhibit there will be a smaller number of works but each will be as large as the photographer could make them. 

We hope they remind you of what it feels like to be at the shore.

Fences…,   Jay Goodkind

“Good fences make good neighbors,” and Jay Goodkind often sees this theme as he travels about his home area of Bucks County as well as elsewhere.  This is one of the themes he observes   that speaks of the innate beauty of both this  area and other places included in this collection   that he finds able to convey   strikingly  in black and white silver gelatin images.
This exhibit contains several types of fences photographed simply with the frequently superimposed décor of nature.  The presence of so many fences in the area, of varying degrees of   length, size, color and character speaks of an increasing need for people to maintain a   degree of isolation and distance,   and protection from the rest of humanity:  to make sure they have good neighbors because they have good and beautiful fences.

Many of the fences are not completely successful in  creating this isolation, but in and of themselves have a intrinsic structure that is appealing and striking.   Fences may have an individual character and strength of their own, or may exist in a  beautiful setting, which adds to the character of the fence as well. . Most often for this photographer  it is this  intrinsic beauty of the fence that has appeals to him, and he isolates this for our view in his work.   In looking about his  surrounding neighborhoods and in his travels elsewhere,  he found  a number of examples of these fences and conveys his response  in his classic style black and white photographs.
Jay Goodkind has worked in the black and white silver gelatin medium  for over sixty-five years.  Currently he uses medium cameras, printing his work as  selenium-toned silver gelatin prints in their final presentation.  He has had photographs in more than 80 juried and non-juried group shows,   over 30 one-man shows. As a charter member of Gallery 14 in Hopewell, New Jersey he has work displayed there and has been widely collected by museums and private collections.

Jeffrey Farrington is a pianist and photographer who studied at the New England Conservatory of Music and Princeton University.  He is also the Musical Property Executor for the Estate of Edward T. Cone, composer and professor of music at Princeton University, and a teacher at the Westerhoff School of Music and Art in Metuchen, NJ

His work as a photographer grew out of an introduction to graphic arts class given by Margaret Kennard Johnson from which he took Maggie’s exposition of the graphic distinction ‘line’, a new place to look at his professional education in the parallel musical distinction ‘line’, and a renewed curiosity about moments of recognition.  These notions, combined with an abundance of free time, led to a Canon G6 and hiking expeditions by the streams of Hunterdon County and now, to this collection of photographs.

Gallery 14 , celebrating its 6th anniversary with these exhibits in September,   was established in 2001 by a group of central New Jersey photographers and was then the only gallery in New Jersey dedicated solely to photography.  In its 6 years of operation Gallery 14 has become a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers,   and where they can exhibit their work, many for the first time.  This is a Gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimenting with new ideas and techniques, and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who create, operate and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation as well.  Its exhibits have been wide ranging, from classical black and white studies of flowers and other still-lives, dance and nude photography, to travel and street photography in exotic locations such as Bhutan, Japan, China, Mongolia,  Afghanistan, Russia and Laos.  Exhibits at Gallery 14 have been featured in local newspapers and on local radio and, and its exhibits are regularly reviewed in the Newark Star Ledger, The Trenton Times, and listed in the New York Times. 

The Gallery continues its tradition of showing members’ works as well as guest photographers from the New York to Philadelphia area. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who show their work and invite discussion and criticism in the spirit of increasing their skills and understanding of their own and others’ photographic work.

All exhibits open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the Gallery, and also feature an opportunity to meet the photographers and discuss their work, usually during the first weekend of the exhibit.    The Gallery is open on Saturdays and Sundays from noon to 5 and by appointment.
