Gallery 14 announces  Living to an Eight-Count:  A Celebration of Danc, an exhibition of photographs by Edward J. Greenblat.  In the Small Gallery we are showing Bill Nyman’s  Captured:  The Eastern State Penitentiary. 
An opening reception will be held on October 12th, 2007 from 6pm. to 9pm. The show runs through November 11th, 2007.  
Living to an Eight-Count:  A Celebration of Dance,   Edward J. Greenblat
Whenever asked over my fifty years of working what I really wish I were doing, the answer would, without hesitation, be: A dance photographer.  This ambition was triggered by the film, “The Red Shoes,” a ballet classic.   Thanks to Graham Lustig, Artistic Director of the American Repertory Ballet and Princeton Ballet School, I have had entrée to his wonderful company and students to create this set of photographs working as the dance photographer I’ve always wanted to be.
Why an eight-count?  This is the most common meter to which dances are choreographed.  Professional dancers and students spend huge parts of their day to this beat.

I have always known that a dancer is an incredible athlete, but seeing them close up is a unique experience.  Their “lines” are steps – mostly to an eight-count – that they memorize and interpret directed by the artistic director, ballet master and ballet mistress.  They depend on each other for the performance and safety.  Just imagine the trust that a ballerina places on her partner to catch her from a leap.  They work through the fatigue and pain associated with extreme physical exertion, they support and comfort each other.

My objective in producing these photographs, is to portray dancers in a light not usually seen.  For this reason  I have omitted photography of what is normally seen by dance audiences.  Instead I wanted to depict the joy of dance manifested by the emotion and camaraderie of the dancers, the sweetness of the youngsters, the goings-on at a dance company -- the beauty and excitement of it all. 

About the photography:  Stage and studio lighting present a real challenge to the photographer.  In the studio, the issue is strong backlighting from many windows, since the “audience” is a large mirror by which the dancers check their form.  Stage lighting may be dim, harsh, and changing according to the mood of   the scenes.  Thus, photographing dancers presents a series of technical as well as aesthetic challenges for this project.  All of the images in this exhibit were made with a digital SLR , processed with Photoshop and printed with pigment inks on archival paper.

In the Small Gallery.      Captured:  The Eastern State Penitentiary, Bill Nyman.  
Bill Nyman grew up an image traditionalist, appreciating the master works from Edward Weston among others, works  where the depth of image, surface and art are interwoven.  Texture and tone play a critical role in his work.  His training in graphic design as well plays an influential role as well in all of his creative images.  One may find in it an ‘invisible geometry’.  Whether it is straight line, arc or sensual curve, a virtual under-painting of balance and contrast, emphasis and texture are woven into his compositions of tapestry of tone.
These are classic black and white photographs taken in the deteriorating and moody rooms and cells of the penitentiary in Philadelphia, printed with  exquisite details and richness.  Each image is an original limited edition, a signed and numbered photographic giclée print, hand made and inspected by the artist.  Each print is handcrafted and produced on heavyweight 100% cotton rag paper, 100% acid free using archival pigment inks.  Sizes available range from 7x10 to 24x36
Bill Nyman has been a practicing professional photographer and fine artist since 1980.  He acquired his Bachelors of Fine Arts and Masters of Fine Arts degrees from Long Island University (NY). While at LIU he studied under prominent photographer Arthur Leipzig (MOMA/Family of Man, Met/Photography as a Fine Art among others).  Concerned with the state of the arts, Bill has taught at Parsons School of Design in New York City, Kean College  and since 1986, at The College of New Jersey where he is a tenured professor of photography and graphic design.  Bill lives in Lower Bucks County, PA with his wife and children.
Gallery 14  continues its 6th season with these exhibits.  The Gallery was established in 2001 by a group of central New Jersey photographers and was then the only gallery in New Jersey dedicated solely to photography.  In its 6 years of operation Gallery 14 has become a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers,   and where they can exhibit their work, many for the first time.  This is a Gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimenting with new ideas and techniques, and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who create, operate and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation as well.  Its exhibits have been wide ranging, from classical black and white studies of flowers and other still-lives, dance and nude photography, to travel and street photography in exotic locations such as Bhutan, Japan, China, Mongolia,  Afghanistan, Russia and Laos.  Exhibits at Gallery 14 have been featured in local newspapers and on local radio and, and its exhibits are regularly reviewed in the Newark Star Ledger, The Trenton Times, and listed in the New York Times. 

The Gallery continues its tradition of showing members’ works as well as guest photographers from the New York to Philadelphia area. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who show their work and invite discussion and criticism in the spirit of increasing their skills and understanding of their own and others’ photographic work.

All exhibits open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the Gallery, and also feature an opportunity to meet the photographers and discuss their work, usually during the first weekend of the exhibit.    The Gallery is open on Saturdays and Sundays from noon to 5 and by appointment.
