“HOPEWELL”

Gallery 14 is celebrating the summer season and honoring its home town of Hopewell with a group exhibit, “Hopewell”.  The photographer members of Gallery 14 have taken their vision and photographic skills throughout the borough of   Hopewell and Hopewell Township to show the beauty and mystery of this area. 
This exhibit fills the Gallery with a variety of visions of the town and township.  The vision of a Hopewell others have never seen springs from the vision of Martha Weintraub.   She chose some of Hopewell's "painted ladies" as a starting point in creating fantasy landscapes that use the Hopewell houses as characters along with people and birds that she added to the scenes. These landscapes evoke the mystery and enchantment of fairy tales based in Hopewell.
Tasha O'Neill's nostalgia for beautiful gasoline signs gave her the image titled "Pegasus".  She was intrigued by Jim Laga's Auto Detailing business where she took several pictures.  And on her way home from a meeting one night, she discovered that the Hopewell Fire Engine was out for a call.  Her wait was rewarded   with the image of "Returning Home".

Photographs by Rhoda Kassof-Isaac, who paints on photographs reveal a Hopewell you may not have noticed as well.   Did you know that in Hopewell there is a tree, painted red in front of a purple house?   On the other side of Model Ave. there is another tree which grew a face.  And, before it was cut down, on the corner of Voorhees St. there was a tree wearing a turquoise bikini.
Ms Kassof-Isaac is also showing a photo of the new landscape renovations at Gallery 14   which she created for the celebration of   Hopewell in this exhibit.
Many of Frank Magalhães’ photographs for this exhibit are a continuation of his project, “I Am a Tree”, a collection of tree “portraits”   He treats trees in Hopewell as creatures with a personality in monochrome rather than color to give the prints the gravitas he believes the trees deserve.  In each photograph he has tried to convey what he perceives as the emotion a tree might feel if it were a creature,   Using point, angle and field of view, as well as light, shadow and texture he has tried as well to evoke strong emotions for the tree in the viewers.
In the infrared photographs presented by David Miller you also see a Hopewell that is beyond the visual, as his camera records a Hopewell that has a new and stark beauty not seen by the naked eye.  A lunar landscape of central Hopewell is stark whites and blacks, while other scenes in the town have a beauty of evoked by the large and gauzy white trees that rise above the scenes.
Other photographers have interpreted scenes in Hopewell, such as Ed Greenblat’s vision in “Lotus Face”, or “Morgan’s Eyes”, and street scenes found in Marty Shwartz’s ramblings through the town.

The exhibit opens on July 13 with a reception for the public beginning at 6 PM and continues through August 19.  The photographers will be at the Gallery on July 15 to talk about their work between 1 and 5 PM.
Gallery 14 will be closed for the summer holidays from August 25 through September 6.
Gallery 14   was established in 2001 by a group of central New Jersey photographers,  opening the Gallery on September 14, 2001 as a center for photographers in the area.  It was then the only gallery in New Jersey dedicated solely to photography.  In its 5+ years of operation Gallery 14 has become a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers,  and where they can exhibit their work, many for the first time.  This is a Gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimenting with new ideas and techniques, and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who create, operate and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation as well.  Its exhibits have been wide ranging, from classical black and white studies of flowers and other still-lives, dance and nude photography, to travel and street photography in exotic locations such as Bhutan, Japan, China, Mongolia,  Afghanistan, Russia and Laos.  Exhibits at Gallery 14 have been featured in local newspapers and on local radio and television stations, and its exhibits are regularly reviewed in the Newark Star Ledger, The Trenton Times, and listed in the New York Times. 

The Gallery continues its tradition of showing members’ works as well as guest photographers from the New York to Philadelphia area. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who show their work and invite discussion and criticism in the spirit of increasing their skills and understanding of their own and others’ photographic work.

All exhibits open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the Gallery, and also feature an opportunity to meet the photographers and discuss their work, usually during the first weekend of the exhibit.    The Gallery is open on Saturdays and Sundays from noon to 5 and by appointment.
