Gallery 14 is pleased to present an exhibit of photographs by member Frank Magalhaes in the main gallery, his “Variations on a Theme.” In the Small Gallery we are showing “Remnants,” photographs by Maia Reim.
The opening reception for the public will be on March 14th, 2008 from 6 pm to 9 pm. The show runs through April 13th, 2008. 
Variations on a Theme, Frank Magalhães

Frank Magalhães exhibit takes off graphically on a concept often used in music, ‘variations on a theme.’ From images he had in hand when he began the project, he has picked several as themes, and from each he has produced one or more variations to make up a diverse and interesting collection of photographs.

Although he has created variations of an original image before, Magalhães has never put together a collection based solely on this idea. He says he was motivated by a desire to demonstrate the many artistic possibilities beyond the initial choice a photographer makes when releasing the shutter on a camera. 

He says, “The point is to show that something new can be created long after I’ve ‘pushed the button’ — to take a ‘finished’ image and ‘bend’ it to make a new image. My first job is to select a likely image to work with — some lend themselves to variation and some don’t. When selecting a theme image, I also think of the possibilities of what I can do to vary it, keeping in mind the digital tools and methods that are available. The rest is just hours and sometimes days in the digital darkroom.”

To give the gallery visitor a sense of the process, Magalhães displays each variation photograph alongside or near its theme so there is a possibility for the viewer to work out which parts of the theme are used in the variation, as well as how and where they are used. Some of the images are printed in color, some in monochrome, some are surreal, some geometrical and some are both. In all of the photographs, Magalhães has paid his usual attention to tone, texture and detail to give the viewer what he hopes will be a satisfying visual experience.

In the Small Gallery: Remnants: Visions of our Rural Past, Maia Reim
This collection of images is a selection of studies made over the last three years of a farmhouse near Ms. Reim’s home in Somerset County, NJ. In the summer of 2007, this derelict house was leveled and the site is now a field of dreams.

Each image is a carefully edited, cropped, and arranged visual haiku honed down to elemental and iconic references. With the camera as her framing and focusing agent, she has used these fading surfaces to make compositional studies, both expository and abstract, that suggest their own enigmas. At play are the effects of time and chance, and over all, light and shadows, which suggest metaphors of meaning that can transcend time and place. She does not try to document the history that occurred here; she looks for images that will provoke creative associations, imagination, and emotion.
Ms. Reim is a graphic designer in the publishing industry and has been the Advertising Art Director at Princeton University Press since 1989. Her photographs have been published as illustrations in books, periodicals and book covers.

Recently she has had solo shows at the Mary Jacobs Library in Rocky Hill, NJ, and at The Gallery at the Princeton Jewish Center. As a member of the Princeton Photography Club, she also participated in numerous group shows. In 2007 she received the Jonathan Krist Memorial award at the Philips Mill Annual Photography Exhibition.
Gallery14  continues its 6th season with these two exhibits. The Gallery was established in 2001 by a group of central New Jersey photographers who opened the Gallery on September 14 in that year as a center for photographers in the area. It was then probably the only gallery in New Jersey dedicated solely to photography. In its almost seven years of operation Gallery 14 has become a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers, and where they can exhibit their work, many for the first time. This is a gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experiments and having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who create, operate and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation as well. Its exhibits have been wide ranging, from classical black and white studies of flowers and other still-lifes, dance and nude photography, to travel and street photography in exotic locations such as Japan, China, Afghanistan, Russia and Laos. Exhibits at Gallery 14 have been featured in local newspapers and on local radio and television stations, and its exhibits are regularly reviewed in the Newark Star Ledger, The Trenton Times, and listed in the New York Times.

The Gallery continues its tradition of showing members’ works as well as guest photographers from the New York to Philadelphia area, open on Saturdays and Sundays from Noon to 5 and by appointment.

All exhibits open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the Gallery, and also feature an opportunity to meet the photographers and discuss their work, usually during the first weekend of the exhibit. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who show their work and invite discussion and criticism in the spirit of increasing their skills and understanding of their own and others’ photographic work.
