Meet the Photographers, September 14, 1–3 pm
Gallery 14 is pleased to announce a joint exhibit by members Jim Hilgendorf and David Miller. These two exhibits present a contrast of subjects and styles, both experimental for the photographers, who have left many of their old habits behind to create a new portfolio of work.  Hilgendorf’s My Twilight New York shows him working in black and white images using his own New York City and the classic approach to it as his model.  David Miller has emphasized color in his The Colors of Antarctica, to show the varied and subtle colors that are encountered in a land thought of as full of white ice and snow and dark mountains.

My Twilight New York, Jim Hilgendorf

Jim Hilgendorf decided to go back to black and white photography for a change after shooting color with a digital camera for the past two years —and what better way to do it than by shooting New York City, his own backyard, at twilight. He has always admired black and white photos of New York; especially those classic ones produced by Berenice Abbott years ago, and wanted to see if he could put a different twist on a subject that is photographed daily by thousands of people.  New York, like many classic cities, such as Paris, London, and Tokyo, can be beautiful at any time of the day, but it seems to have a special aura early in the morning or in the evening. 

To capture this mood, Jim spent many early mornings and late evenings prowling around Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, and the Bronx. Although he had shot with black and white film for many years, he was faced with a range of new challenges in shooting digitally. He had to understand certain effects of long exposures and ISO sensitivity in digital photography, as well as methods to convert color photos to black and white either in camera or using software such as Photoshop or Lightroom.  In addition, he had to seek out the paper and printer inks that would allow him to reproduce the look and feel of gelatin silver prints.  He also had some fun in stitching together multiple images of Shea and Yankee stadiums as his tribute to the “Final Season”.

The results of his explorations, including images of the Brooklyn and Manhattan Bridges, Central Park, the Stadiums and other locations are presented here in My Twilight New York. 

The Colors of Antarctica, David H. Miller

It’s not all white.  That’s the revelation when you travel to Antarctica, joining a now burgeoning group of travelers who journey to see the continent.  But Antarctica has a variety of colors, some natural, some man made, that you’ll witness on a voyage to this remote land.

This portfolio shows the range of colors that are encountered in Antarctica.  Perhaps the most surprising are the green and blue icebergs: the latter more common, and the former rare.  The icebergs’ color comes from the pressure of the ice bearing down on the layers below, squeezing out the oxygen until the refractive qualities of the ice are changed significantly.  Blue is, in fact, a very common color found in this region, shown also in the blue-white photograph “Ice Castle” which was the last remains of a melting iceberg with its crenellations and towers, the blue and green icebergs, or the bits of blue icy floating in the Weddell sea, remnants of melted icebergs.  

The colorful King Penguins of S. Georgia, one of the large island chains within the Antarctic Convergence, provide an overwhelming display of formal colors in their silvery grey coats, with white shirts and colorful gold cravats as well.  You can land on Gold Harbor beach and find yourself among more than 175,000 pairs of penguins on the gravel and green grass hummocks, witnessing the year round mating and hatching of eggs, the feeding of chicks and defending the next generation from the brown Skuas who are looking for an easy meal.

Volcanic islands such as Deception Island are more monotone, amazing black ash sands riven by windblown snow even in the summer months.  It was near here that the red hulled M.S. Explorer sank in early 2007.

Finally, there are man made colors: the bright orange jackets of the naturalists’ staff punctuate the scene each time you are ashore, or the hulls of the ships that take you there.  Man made colors arouse the curiosity of local inhabitants as seen in the photograph “Who is That?” as King Penguins demonstrate their curiosity and lack of fear of man.

In the Small Gallery:  The Women Within, Lionel Goodman

Lionel Goodman’s exhibit, The Women Within, presents intimate portraits selected from an ongoing series taken of four of his friends over a period of months. This series is based on a trusting relationship that revealed their persona; the subjects should be regarded as collaborators rather than just models.

The photographer’s concept of revealing the woman within the “shell” is symbolized by his choice of the signature photograph of the show: the 1979 Pygmalion sculpture by Julio Suro in the Paris Forum. The Pygmalion mythology is iconic about
the woman within the shell of a persona, which is expressed in these portraits of four women. 


Goodman photographs in color when he feels it captures the presence and visual
richness of the moment, but in fact prefers black and white because he believes it better reveals the personalities in his portraits without the distraction of color. This series presents his interpretation of the personalities of The Women Within.
