Living in the Shadow, Bruce Wodder

Photographer Bruce Wodder has long been fascinated by the juxtaposition of home and industry. In his photographic series Living in the Shadow, he seeks out the rough beauty of the ordinary, the urban and the industrial.  His photographs depict lives led in close proximity to paper mills, power transformers, and oil tanks. 

This exhibit is in the tradition of strong social documentary photography work of such photographers as Lewis Hine, Dorthea Lange, W. Eugene Smith and others.  It documents contemporary America with its paradox of comfortable and apparently ordinary lives lived in the shadow of a potentially deadly industrialization

These images describe the encroachment of industry and the environmental impact on our safest harbor, home. Bruce’s camera finds the universal beauty of the urban landscape as he questions why we choose to live where we do and how that choice affects each sense: sight, sound, smell, hearing and touch.

Bruce’s work has been informed by that of Walker Evans, George Tice, Stephen Shore and Joel Meyerowitz.  Since participating in George Tice’s master printing class in August 2006, he has revisited and reprinted many of his earlier works in silver gelatin, bringing new life and vision to each image.

Award winning photographer Bruce Wodder has been shooting commercially for 25 years, with a roster of large corporate clients.  His stock film footage has been used in thousands of television commercials.    Bruce’s work has taken him around the world, throughout Europe, Asia, Africa and South America as well as the United States.  His black and white images represent his personal vision, the photographs he takes for his own pleasure both on assignment and off.  Bruce is a master printer of black and white silver gelatin prints, in medium and large format

Princeton Arts Council Children’s Photography Class Exhibit
Twenty nine emerging photographers ranging in age from 8-12 years old from the Arts Council of Princeton’s wildly popular class “Photographing Your Town” share their perspective through an arrangement of diptych images presented in the Small Gallery at Gallery 14 in Hopewell, NJ

Each photographer completed weekly assignments and made photographs on the streets of Princeton every Wednesday. The images reflect themes introduced throughout the weekly sessions including a slice of neighborhood life, portraits of someone interesting in your life, creating a smaller footprint on the world and creating miniature worlds. 

A wide range of emotion is presented in the work from perfectly grounded and still to sparkly and energized. 

 
Gallery   14   is a cooperative photography gallery in its 7th season  It  was established in 2001 by a small group of photographers as a center for  regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers and exhibit their work, many for the first time. This is a gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimentation and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who run, create and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation.  Its members encourage guest photographers to exhibit developing projects, based on a portfolio review. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who share their work and invite discussion and criticism, to increase their understanding of their own and others’ photographic work. 

All exhibits open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the gallery. And you can “Meet the  Photographers” usually during the first weekend of an exhibit.  The Gallery is open Saturdays and Sundays from 12 to 5 PM and by appointment.
