Gallery 14 Announces an Open Portfolio Review 

Gallery 14, a cooperative photography gallery in Hopewell, NJ, will hold an open portfolio review for both prospective guest exhibitors and new members. 

Photographers may drop off their portfolios on February 14 and 15 between 12 and 5 PM and on February 21 and 22, (or at another time by prior arrangement) at the Gallery, 14 Mercer Street, 2nd floor, Hopewell, NJ, and pick them up on Saturday,   March 7th or Sunday, March 8th   between 12 and 5 PM.

The Gallery is looking for individual non-member guest exhibitors as well as prospective members.  It features a wide range of photographic styles and techniques, from alternative processes such as platinum-palladium to contemporary digital imaging.  Both color and black and white photographers are encouraged to submit their portfolios.  It is strongly suggested that those interested first visit the gallery at their earliest convenience before submitting a portfolio.

Portfolios of 10-15 images should demonstrate the photographer's ability to produce a body of work representing a single coherent theme or an ongoing photographic project, suitable for an exhibit in the Gallery.  It should illustrate the photographer’s artistry, original creative expression, and his or her ability to edit work and prepare prints for exhibition. 

The prints should be presented in either a portfolio box or in a book format for ease of   review.  These should be prints that can be handled readily since many people will be reviewing them.  We recommend no larger than 11x14 prints which are replaceable.  If matted prints are submitted they should be individually labeled with the photographer’s name and address, and in protective clear covers, preferably also in a portfolio box to ensure the safety of the photos. 

Each person submitting a portfolio for review should also include a photographic CV including a list of exhibits and/or publications, along with an artist’s statement (both no more than one page) including information about photographic interests, techniques, or other information that he or she believes is relevant to participation in the gallery as a guest exhibitor or member. The artist’s statement should also indicate the medium used and the final exhibition size anticipated for the prints. 

Prospective members should be prepared to present one exhibit of ca. 15 images approximately each year, as well as actively participating in gallery group exhibits and gallery committees and activities.

Members support the gallery both through their active participation and a monthly financial contribution.  Responsibilities include gallery sitting on a regular basis, periodic business meetings.  All members have an equal voice in the management and operation of the Gallery.

Non-member exhibitors will be offered an opportunity to mount a show, either as part of a two-person show at the main gallery, or in the small gallery.   Detailed guidelines for guest exhibitors and for portfolio submissions are available by contacting the members listed below
