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Coast to Coast:  NE to NW, Martin Schwartz
These photographs are the result of two separate trips a year apart, the first to the Washington and Oregon coasts during the summer of 2008.  Martin especially wanted to capture the mystery of the Hoh Rain Forest which is know to be especially beautiful with moss covering huge Sitka spruces and hemlocks and ferns covering the ground. He was also fascinated by the sea stacks that are found on the coasts and the huge drifted tree trunks that have washed up unto the beaches, photographing the beautiful sunsets and beach scenes of this area. 

The second trip was to the Rockport- Camden  area of Maine as part of a workshop. Here sunrises were one objective, meaning getting up as early as 4:00 am to get to a location before the sun came up. The small harbors of Rockport and Camden also offered many photo opportunities and the workshop also had access to Andrew Wyeth's studio the Olsen House in Cushing, Maine. The House is now open to the public as a museum but Marty and his colleagues had exclusive access to photograph and interpret it without worrying about interference from other visitors.

This exhibit was conceived as showing both coasts simultaneously; one set of photographs having sunrise scenes from Maine then a progression of photographs as the visitor moves around the gallery to sunset scenes from Washington and Oregon.

In March of 2009, four Delaware Valley photographers—three from Pennsylvania and one from New Jersey—met at an intensive weeklong workshop designed to elicit the best creative tendencies in photographers, to take risks by confronting  fears, and  stretching beyond their usual approach to photography.  

In this exhibit, the Delaware Valley photographers—Daniel Goldberg, Jorj Bauer, Mark Sirota, and Robin Odland—offer a series  images inspired by the workshop and signifying their growth. Their work, a series of portraits, demonstrates the individual creative spirit and interpretation unleashed through a common experience.

Gallery 14 is a cooperative photography gallery now in its 8th season.   It was established in 2001 by a small group of photographers as a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers and exhibit their work, many for the first time. This is a gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimentation and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who manage, create and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation.  Its members encourage guest photographers to exhibit developing projects, based on a portfolio review. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who share their work and invite discussion and criticism to increase their understanding of their own and others’ photographic work. 

Exhibits usually open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the gallery, with a “Meet the Photographers” event usually during the first weekend of an exhibit.  The Gallery is open Saturdays and Sundays from 12 to 5 PM and by appointment.
