Sometimes isolation is desired, sometimes not.  It may be someone or something discarded as no longer vital or useful.  It may be a blessing, an opportunity for finding serenity and peace.  

The prancing horse, in color, bright pink with a yellow saddle, is now cut off by barbed wire, no longer a fanciful attraction.  The boxer is essentially alone, having only his defenses to ward off his attacker.  A shepherd is engulfed by the vast African plain.  A lighthouse, once providing a safe beacon, now has a danger posting.  Who is (or was) the man on the New York street?  A father? A husband? A friend?  To whom was the discarded house a home, a sanctuary?

The photographs were taken over many years, without this theme in mind.  The trigger was the recently-created image of a woman enjoying some peaceful moments at the New Jersey shore -- her isolation seemingly protected by the imposing fences.

Many of these images are film-based from many film types and formats.  All are printed on archival paper with Epson Ultrachrome inks.
Awakenings, Martha Weintraub 
Awakenings. Spring. Renewal. Poets and writers may have said in words all there is to say about Spring. The task Weintraub set for herself was to express in photographic images some of powerful emotions and ideas about Spring and her deep feelings about flowers.

Using a macro lens caused Weintraub to focus on details that she might have otherwise overlooked. Out on a photo shoot in early March last year Weintraub heard the peeper frogs trying to sing the world awake. By mid-March she could see tender buds begin to swell, small green shoots begin to push their way into the light. Throughout Spring she gathered more and more and more photographs.

Creating images from some of these photos was a stumbling, exhilarating journey with no signposts. Throughout the creative process, Weintraub’s roles changed—by the hour, even by the minute. She is an experimenter, editor, critic, artist.

Characteristically, she begins work very early in the morning. She wakes with an idea—sometimes an experiment, sometimes a vision—and rushes to the computer to try it out. It often takes her days to complete one image but it is a labor of love. She created these images to show nature shrugging off sleep. The slow awakening gradually becomes a riot of blossoms that gladden the heart. The hanging of the images reflects this experience.

In the Small Gallery:  Cars and Bikes and Bits and Pieces, Sally Davidson

Sally Davidson looks at the ordinary and discovers the extraordinary.  Fragments of the real world are selected, magnified and completely transformed.  Everyday objects are no longer seen in "perfect reflection".  They begin to speak a new language - the language of abstraction.  Viewers are cast into other worlds, encouraged to define and redefine their visions in whatever way their imaginations dictate. The radical freedom of Ms. Davidson’s creations delights the eye and pleases the "explorer" in every soul.

Gallery 14 is a cooperative photography gallery now in its 8th season.   It was established in 2001 by a small group of photographers as a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers and exhibit their work, many for the first time. This is a gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimentation and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who manage, create and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation.  Its members encourage guest photographers to exhibit developing projects, based on a portfolio review. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who share their work and invite discussion and criticism to increase their understanding of their own and others’ photographic work. 

Exhibits usually open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the gallery, with a “Meet the Photographers” event usually during the first weekend of an exhibit.  The Gallery is open Saturdays and Sundays from 12 to 5 PM and by appointment.
