WATER-colors,   Martha Weintraub

Martha Weintraub dreams of a fantasy world where she lives in a house with many windows overlooking water—lake, river, ocean—it really doesn't matter. The appeal for her is the constantly changing sound of water and the look of it, changing with time of day, weather, and the light.

This series began with photographs of water. Physically, water is of course colorless. But its body takes on color depending on the light it reflects and the forces shaping its surface. She sought moving bodies of water reflecting low light and intentionally moved the camera during the long exposures. The result was light traces with sharp edges while objects became less recognizable. 

Her artistic sensibilities and aspirations lie in non-traditional directions, using camera and computer to express her inner vision of the world rather than simply recording it. The process isn’t orderly. It involves discovery, exploration, and endless experimentation. 

Spending time overlooking the water to make these images was sheer delight for her as these slices of time let her realize water’s kaleidoscope. Her goal with these images, which to her seem more like paintings than photographs, is to reach into the observers’ feelings about water.  Her work invites you to leave labels aside for a moment and just look.

Yellow Line Road Art, Frank Cheh
Frank Cheh documents life in a uniquely different dimension--naturally beautiful and filled with unique and fascinating images. He is known for seeing life differently than others, as he believes many walk through life at the 10,000 foot level noticing everything but not really seeing anything.  His vision assumes that many have “tuned out, not in” due to the multimedia stimulating advances of our contemporary high tech utopia.  At the end of the day what is important to him is what we really see, what we really touched, what sweet scent did we get lost in, who have we really talked to, who have we helped, who we have we loved.

In his world of photography he strives to get back to the pure and simple concept of “let the image tell the story”:  the place in time, the effect of light, the raw subject, the moment in time should be the essence of the image.

Thus  the journey of  Yellow Line Road Art when, on a cool crisp autumn afternoon walk,  suddenly his daughters and he noticed the stenciled impression of a leaf in the freshly painted yellow line running down the middle of road. From the very first simple image of the yellow line they saw the faint outline of some mystical cave like drawing:  the deep rich texture of the contrasting color and the star like particles from another world.  As they continued the journey he photographed images with remarkable elements of nature embedded in them, remnants of small stems, leaves like fossilized amber in a transition of nature and man. Others of this series free your imagination to run wild and see things unique to your own individual interpretation.

This series was a personal and spiritual journey in which the art he saw and created provides a link to the real, the personal and the emotional through objects that we might never otherwise notice.  It records a memorable moment in time and experience which his photographs share with each of us.

Gallery 14 is a cooperative photography gallery now in its 9th season.   It was established in 2001 by a small group of photographers as a center for regional photographers, a place where photographers can come to meet their public and their peers and exhibit their work, many for the first time. This is a gallery where experimentation is encouraged, and where photographers can grow into their own artistic selves by exchanging ideas, by experimentation and by having their peers respond to their experiments.

The Gallery is run by its members who manage, create and exhibit at the gallery along with guest photographers of local and international reputation.  Its members encourage guest photographers to exhibit developing projects, based on a portfolio review. Gallery 14 is also the site of a monthly meeting of local photographers who share their work and invite discussion and criticism to increase their understanding of their own and others’ photographic work. 

There are two levels of Membership:  Full and Associate.  For further information about membership please contact the Gallery or visit during exhibit hours to talk to one of the members.

Exhibits usually open with a Friday evening reception for the public at the gallery, with a “Meet the Photographers” event usually during the first weekend of an exhibit.  The Gallery is open Saturdays and Sundays from 12 to 5 PM and by appointment.
