Of Gardens and Guardians: The Vizcaya Project

Marilyn Canning’s fascination with Vizcaya began over ten years ago when, by chance, she discovered this historic landmark in Miami, Florida.  Hidden behind unassuming walls, Vizcaya is a magical place of secret gardens, reflecting pools, topiaries, grottos, and a stone barge.  Since that first visit, she has been drawn to Vizcaya over half a dozen times in the past decade.  

Through her many visits to Vizcaya, Marilyn has created a visual record of this unique and captivating place.   With the passage of time and the inevitable changes in light, clouds, seasons and fauna, she has found unending inspiration in capturing the gardens and guardians of Vizcaya.  It is these guardians of Vizcaya ( the statues, mythological creatures, and pagan gods who keep a watchful eye over their domain, that she found so intriguing and which she has spent considerable time documenting.    

The photographs are selenium toned silver prints.  Each photograph has been printed using varying degrees of light diffusion as a means to capture the haunting aspects of Vizcaya and its guardians.

Vizcaya, a brief history

Vizcaya is an Italian renaissance inspired villa built by the industrialist James Deering in 1916. Located at the edge of the Biscayne Bay in Miami Florida, Vizcaya, is the result of Mr Deering’s singular vision of replicating a fine European villa with Italian and French inspired formal gardens.

To fulfill his dream, Mr. Deering employed over 1,000 craftsmen in the creation of this architectural masterpiece that includes European sculpture, furniture and textiles from the 15th to 19th centuries. 

Costa Rica:  People, Places and just One Monkey

Ed Greenblat challenged himself to record glimpses of Costa Rica perhaps overlooked in competition with the lush landscapes and abundant animal life.  He recorded the striking and at times garish color schemes of the house and shops, and also turned his attention to the people who roamed through this vibrant atmosphere.

For example, a bright yellow church with its strikingly white cross contrasts notably with the green of the tropical tress in the background, creating a color contrast that emphasizes the flowing and manmade lines of the church roof.  The man attending a coffee shop has a shirt nearly as colorful as the blue block wall with its indicative steaming coffee sign.

In a nice contrast, a photo in a bar emphasizes form and contrast with heavy backlighting.  A black and white image of a basin is a simple but elegant composition.

And then, of course, there’s the monkey….

Images of the Old World,  Karl Heinz Gartlgruber

Photographer’s Statement:

This exhibit with Jay Goodkind is an important and nostalgic one for me, as my first exhibit in September, 2001 was also with him,, the opening exhibit of Gallery 14 more than 5 years ago.

I bought my first camera when I was 17 years old, when I should have bought shoes instead and have been deeply involved in photography since then.  My work now is usually done with Nikon, Leica,  Hasselblad and Arca Swiss (view camera) equipment.  I am best known for my bird studies and abstract photography using flowers, and also for my architectural photography.

In the past I printed my work with the chemical process of Ilfochrome, which produced fine images.  But I now have scanning and printing done by West Coast Imaging in Oakhurst, Ca.  For this exhibit my 35mm images are scanned with a Heidelberg Tango Drum scanner producing archive scans, which allows for larger prints.

These photos are printed at 11 x 14 and 16 x 20 on Fuji Crystal Archive Gloss Paper with the Chromira, a digital enlarger that exposes type C photographic paper with LEDs. The paper is then processed in RA-4 chemistry, creating a true photographic print.

While I still love and work with film, I am not oblivious to the changes in the field and have been venturing carefully into digital photography, 35mm only, but I have also promised myself to keep the Hasselblad and my Arca Swiss view camera busy with film.

Images of the Old World are photographs I took during a recent long stay in Europe. They range from moody winter scenes, night photography and architectural details and were not done as an assignment for a show but were a reflection of what I saw and what seemed beautiful to me.

Images:

My favorites are “Morning Walk”, “Waiting for Spring”, “A ray of Light through a Window”, “High in the Mountains #2”, “Pattern in Snow” and “Arte al Molo”. These pictures were taken in Austria, Switzerland and Sicily. 

“A Ray of Light through a Window”

This photograph was taken in the double-spiral staircase at the 14th Century Burg in Graz.  I felt the age of this place and while walking up saw a ray of light shining through a slightly opened window., creating a mood that I wanted to capture.

“Morning Walk”

This picture was originally called “Walk into the Sunset” There are three monumental trees and older people walking out of the picture, leaving the trees behind them, one tree for childhood, one for youth and one for middle age.  However, I decided to alter the title to its current “Morning Walk, a more uplifting title that I believe expresses the mood I felt at the time.

“Waiting for Spring”

A beautiful snow covered garden chair with nothing to do but wait until somebody can sit on it again.

“Pattern in Snow”

A rare gift of Winter’s beauty, it was late in the afternoon with the sun shining in warm colors, reflecting man’s hand in the iron-work on the snow.

“High in the Mountains”

This picture was taken at the Reserve Naturelle de Taveyanne in the French part of Switzerland in an old summer-dairy village.  A blanket was hidden at the left side of the door of one of the houses. I slightly pulled the blanket further out, revealing a military blanket from long ago, with the white cross in the red field, and captured the juxtaposition.

“Arte al Molo”

Cefalu, Sicily. The door to an artist’s studio called my attention, a beautiful wooden door with a brass handle and an oval brass plate with the name and address of the artist.  I wish I had gone in.  Other pictures are photographs of the double-spiral staircase, where it appears that a ghost is rushing by me in this 14th century building.

“Harvest Time”

The only picture I took at a farm last November. I thought it must be Thanksgiving in Austria.

An Architecture of Trees,   M. Jay Goodkind

Photographer’s Statement:
This series of photographs began as a study of windbreaks around Bucks County. After capturing a few images of these I noticed  last Spring that a number of driveways in the area were planted with parallel rows of trees of the same type on either side, and that these formed stately and beautiful allees. 

The first windbreak image was found on Swamp Road near me.  Soon after taking this image, I looked for found a driveway lined on both sides by Flowering Bradford Pear trees which offered a variation on tree lines. After finding numerous examples of drives s I found variations on this theme such as a few examples of drives that were lined with deciduous trees on one side and evergreens on the other. Finally, certain single lines of trees caught my fancy. This exhibit displays examples of these different tree arrangements.  

I am essentially a self-taught photographer and have worked in black and white photography for some sixty-five years.  Currently I use medium and large format cameras.  My prints are all selenium-toned silver gelatin in their final presentation.  In the last forty years I have had prints in some 80 group shows, both juried and not and some 30 one man shows. As a charter member of Gallery 14 in Hopewell, New Jersey I have works there at all times as well as those of mine purchased and in museums and private collections.

Images:
“Grundy’s Mill”

This mill was founded in 1876.   The founder, William H. Grundy, apparently had a fancy for sycamore trees and he or one of his subsequent directors, planted many of these trees along the walks that surround the plant. 

“Windbreak along a Forest-Grove Road”

This is a typical windbreak with two rows of trees of different types, each type being the same age and, therefore, size.  Farmers have known for centuries the advantage these breaks give both to crop growing and animal protection.

“Private Driveway on Edison-Furlong Road”

I pass this drive at least five or six times a week and am continually impressed with its stature and beauty.  The almost continual mix of deep shade and bright sun challenge proper photo technique to render a good image.  It took several images at different times of day to capture a satisfactory view of the trees and the beautiful home at the end of the drive.

Joanna has just finished photographing Coney Island, trying to capture  

the faces that will, over the next decade, fade from the boardwalk along with the spirit of Coney Island and all it's  remaining historical features, while integrating them with the  present.   The   imagery is intended to allow the viewer to slide back and  forward in time.

Coney Island is targeted for a $1 billion renovation aimed at creating a year-round attraction, so this work  will become an interesting historical document.

Marty Schwartz

Marty is working with Joanna on the Coney Island project with the idea that they will come up with two different perspectives on the apparently same subject.

Ed Greenblat
Ed is embarking on a new project to photograph the American Reperator Ballet Company and Princeton Ballet School, covering the making of a dancer from beginning to performance.   He is also continuing to photograph both the Princeton Fire Department and the Princeton First Aid and Rescue Squad..

Frank has an upcoming show, ”I Am A Tree”, opening in February at the Gallery

Tasha O’Neill

Tasha is working on her March’07 exhibit, "Intimacy of Flowers", where she has a deep look into blossoms to reveal   the mysteries that lie within.  Shape dissolves into color resulting  

in sometimes abstract images.

Jim Hilgendorf

Jim just returned from a three week road trip in which he visited some more TA truck stops in the South to photograph and talk to truckers.  He is now experimenting with his digital camera as well as taking high speed (3200 ASA) black and white film photos.

John Blackford is continuing to work along the Delaware River, focusing on man-made

objects that have been transformed by the force of water. He's also doing photojournalism of local people and events and has begun a series of portraits of descendents of the Lenape tribe, which considered the DelawareRiver basin a natural gathering place for their people.

Her current exhibit is truly a group of unique photographs, each printed not only by hand but with the skill and serendipity that makes each an unreproduceable and unique piece of art.  The depth and radiance of each image is striking.

This week we had another lively and long discussion working on each others’ photographs with constructive suggestions   and the chance to see new experimental works as well.

Our exhibit last month, featuring the work of Rhoda Kassof-Isaac and Martha Weintraub, pushed the boundaries of photography shown at our gallery as well as the boundaries of photography in general.  It was a fascinating show which challenged our notions  about what photography “is or should be”.


This show also received a fine review from the Newark Star Ledger’s Mitch Seidel which I’d like to quote from a bit since some of you may not have seen his write-up.


First I have to note a touch of pride for the members of Gallery 14 for having survived and thrived for 5 years.  As Mitch put it


 “ It’s hard to imagine that Gallery 14, a small cooperative space off the beaten path in Hopewell, should have survived one year, let alone five.


While it is a fine little gallery with a devoted membership, it does have certain limitations…hours are limited….”


Well we’ll admit to the limitations but  we really appreciate the praise, which he certainly extended to Martha and Rhoda’s work.  For Martha, “Weintraub’s images are as amusing as they are technically well executed.”  He also like Rhoda’s work, noting that  …[her] world is more abstract…with scenes altered as if in a dream.” “There is a contradiction of sorts in her work in that no matter how abstract the image, [her] titles all tell you what is being depicted.”


I hope you didn’t miss this exhibit, but you can still see pieces of it in the bins at our Gallery, and then, of course, there’s the current work of Marilyn Canning and Ed Greenblat to admire.
